Š 110R COUPÉ PHOTO-COLLECTION PROJECT
INTRODUCTION

Hello to all known as well as unknown owners of the S110R.


My name is Martin Šulc, also known as Marty110R and on my web site www.skoda110r.COM I have devoted several years to the provision of details on the history, documentation and the origins of this vehicle. 

I will greatly appreciate it if you decide to take part in the “Coupe Photo-Collection” which will be a book which contains not only a history, description of individual models and its differences, but also, in the largest chapter, will contain photographs and descriptions of every “Coupe” that existed, whether in use or a total wreck in a ditch overgrown by nettles.  Even better, do write in about how it ended its terrestrial journey! 


No one will rank your cars, this is only to record the realistic and recent status of this model, as both the description to your photographs as well as its condition as a whole will be written by yourself.


You might be a bit apprehensive about publishing your car’s V.I.N. and engine numbers, do not despair – just think realistically, what good those numbers would be to anyone.  If anyone would want to counterfeit your numbers, they could use and re-stamp the numbers they have in their vehicle papers.


Who ever owns the car with factory number “001” in its original condition, should realise that by publishing the name of the owner, a description of the car and the model numbers will be known to the public and therefore such vehicle if stolen will become worthless, as everyone will know who it is belongs to.


The registration number plate will be erased and replaced with “Š110R” on all photographs.


Although providing the owner’s name, his/hers email address and a district city is voluntary, (the country will be shown at all times), everyone should realise that this is probably the once in a life time opportunity to have your name with your car published in a book of such importance.  But the most substantial point of all this is to secure the highest possible number of vehicles, preferably all of them.

I will now try to describe all possibilities of how I want you to fill in the “Catalogue pages”:

A)   Everyone’s vehicle with its papers, no matter what condition it is in.  

B) Even if it is only a car shell with its serial number (even if you do not have its log book) and in the 

        description section you can describe it as for example “a shell body for parts” or “ready for a scrap”.    

        No one will judge you; on the contrary, someone might be interested in buying and rescuing it.

C) If somewhere in a drawer you still have papers, but not the car as it no longer exists, you can put in the 
       description for example as destroyed in an accident, taken apart for spares, if you still have any photos  

       of the vehicle, you can use them as well.

D) In cases where the number of the chassis is written somewhere in a notebook and you know is no 

longer roadworthy or was used for spares but is now  driven with a different registration number plate, describe what had happened to it.

E)  If you come across any wreck, take a picture of it and try to find out the make number.  If it doesn’t have the VIN, no matter as it will appear under the section “unidentified”.  If the owner of the vehicle is ashamed and refuses to give his/hers name, please do your best to persuade him/her that it is for a good

         cause.

PHOTOGRAPHS

Apart from the “Catalogue pages” whose role is to gather data for the Photo-Collection, I need every one of you to send in 3 photographs.  Preferably digital and in colour, but this is not a condition.  The main thing is the quality of photographs!!! As if it is of a poor quality, the printer will reject it! 

a) if using a digital camera, set it up to MAXIMUM pixels, I can always adjust the size, but please 
no less than 1024 x 768!!!

b)   if using a scanner to send paper photographs then make them min 9x13cm to 300DPI

c)   if you cannot take any photographs, please write to me and I am sure that 

      there will be a Coupe enthusiast near by with a camera.

d)   if you do not have a scanner, please send me the paper photographs, I will 

                  scan them and return them to you.

Due to a restriction on the number of the photographs, I must direct you a little on how and what to photograph.

1 , When and how to photograph:

a) The place: If you can, do take pictures in open spaces without buildings in the

background, or by a straight wall so the object in the background does not spoil the beautiful contour of the vehicle. For example: an empty car park of a  closed supermarket, an empty road, a field..

b) Please do not send photographs taken at meetings or busy car park saying:

            “ The third one on the right on the second row is mine”

c) Please photograph the car WITHOUT any passengers, friends, family members and pets.  On the photo no 1 ENTIRE VEHICLE if need be can be with the proud owner standing next to his/hers vehicle.  Please leave joke attire out, such photographs are useless.

d) Take the photographs in a panoramic form and try so the vehicle or the actual part photographed  

takes no more than 70% of the width of the photograph. (So you don’t end up with a castle in the background and the Coupe being 1cm  small, at the bottom of the picture).

e) I will digitally remove the registration number plates on all photographs and I will replace them with Š110R sign.

2,  What to photograph:

a) Photo no 1 ENTIRE VEHICLE – from its side; front side; rear side of the vehicle – the choice is yours.  It’s also up to you if you want to leave the boot and doors open.  

b) Photo no 2 INTERIOR – you can either photograph the interior from outside with the door open or from the back seats. 

c) Photo no 3 ENGINE – photograph either the space or the engine itself.

If you car is off the road or is in a garage being renovated, I do not expect you to drag it out to any of the above mentioned car parks, just take a picture of the car in that garage or  a workshop.  Same goes for the wrecks, but please try to stick with the themes of the photographs – ENTIRE VEHICLE – INTERIOR – ENGINE.  I do not want to hold back your artistic talent, I just don’t want to end up with pictures of the undercarriage, details of a gear stick or wheel trims etc.

Of course, pictures of vehicles which no longer exist leave as they are.

If you are sending photos of more than on Coupe, number them accordingly to their VIN’s, you will avoid confusion.

You can write a comment no more that 80 characters long about each photo in the PHOTO COLLECTION.
